And now we are finding hidden cities and narratives of the Maya for the first
time. This is the age of Mayan discoveries, of history in addition to archaeology, as the Witte's Mind
of Maya scholars will share with you in their specially designed presentations and exhibition tours.
We have developed a special pull-out section on Maya: Hidden Worlds Revealed in this newsletter,
with the dates and times for all the Mind of Maya programs, special demonstrations, tours, events,
and culinary experiences.

Several new exhibits designed for the Naylor Family Dinosaur

Gallery will feature original art work by fantastic artist Karen Carr. In
one such exhibit, the new Ethan Walsh Deep Ocean exhibit, Karen’s
work will transport the visitor into the depths of the ancient seas that
covered much of Texas 90 million years ago. Visitors to the gallery will
see the skeleton of the marine predator Tylosaurus kansasensis as it
pursues prehistoric fish and sea turtles, while in Karen’s background
mural the squid-like ammonites and other ocean inhabitants swim to
escape. The exhibit will be one of a variety of new displays that will
depict distinctive scenes from the Mesozoic past of Texas.

TEXAS WILD GALLERY

Acquiring New Taxidermy for Texas Wild

The Witte Museum has an impressive collection of Texas wildlife
specimens. Many date back to the Witte’s beginning in 1923,
when Ellen Schultz Quillin raised funds to purchase the

H.P. Attwater natural history collection.

As the new Texas Wild dioramas take shape, we are working with
various taxidermists and donors to add to the collection. This will
provide Witte visitors with exposure to species they may have
never seen in the wild!

The goal is to provide a snapshot of various Texas eco-regions. It is
impossible to include examples of every mammal, bird, and fish
species in Texas, as there are more than 1,245 documented to date.
Our recent donations include a 7 % foot long alligator harvested at
the King Ranch and two badgers.

PEOPLE OF THE PECOS GALLERY

We are all excited to witness The Kittie West Nelson Ferguson People of the Pecos Gallery coming together!

The fabricating companies are working diligently on specific components of the gallery. Witte President and CEO
Marise McDermott along with Vice President of Exhibitions Randall Webster, Director of Creative Design and Brand
Joseph Reyes, and Curator of Archaeology Dr. Harry Shafer, accompanied Donna Lawrence Productions on a recent
filming trip to the Lower Pecos. Guided by Greg Williams of the Rock Art Foundation, they collected stunning footage
for the People of the Pecos Gallery orientation film and captured the landscape, specifically Halo Shelter, which is one
of the more outstanding rock art sites in the region. Dixon Studios of Tucson, Arizona, is recreating the Lower Pecos
environment for the People of the Pecos exhibit, and EIS Studio in New York is creating the eight mannequins for
three dioramas — a gathering scene, a hunting scene, and a rock shelter household setting. Dr. Carolyn Boyd and the
Shumla School in Comstock, Texas, are providing images and content for the rock art sites which will project in a
life-size replica of a rock shelter. Dr. Boyd is coordinating the projection details with Gallagher and Associates of

New York and will be featured in videos in the Gallery’s Rock Art Lab. Needless to say, the content team, guided by
Randall Webster and Jennifer Barron, are very busy coordinating all of this ongoing activity. It is indeed an exciting
time at the Witte Museum.

RESEARCH AND COLLECTIONS CENTER

As the Witte expands during this once-in-a hundred-years transformation, so does the collection. For the first time in decades,
the Museum has actively collected specimens for the Natural History Collection in support of the McLean Family Texas Wild
exhibit. In addition to supporting the Texas Wild as part of the Witte Capital Campaign, the McLean family donated a
pronghorn, a feral hog, a mule deer, a 12 point white-tailed deer, and two badgers for the exhibit. Chico Barrera has donated
an alligator for the South Texas diorama. Helping the Witte showcase the variety of quail native to the state by donating a
pair of Montezuma Quail are Ruthie and John Russell; Mike Kelleher donated a scaled quail and Mary West Traylor donated
a bobcat chasing a blue quail. Dr. Dan McBride donated a white-tailed doe and Elayne Mills donated a barn owl.

The Archeological Collection has increased with two significant acquisitions. Richard McReynolds and Mike McReynolds
have donated their extensive collection of material from the Lower Pecos Canyonlands. The collection is well documented
making it a valuable resource for ongoing research and exhibition. In addition, William Calvert and Janie Evans have donated
the Eagle Bluff Collection, an impressive assemblage from a site located on their property which was excavated by the Texas
Archeological Society Field Schools. Part of the collection is currently on view in Splendor on the Range: American Indians
and the Horse.

The Witte Museum Archives are growing as well. Patrick Burns donated the Kittie West Burns Family Archive. This extensive
collection was featured in the book and recent exhibition, The Wests of Texas: Cattle Ranching Entrepreneurs, by Bruce
Shackelford. The Witte Museum will also become the official repository for the Fiesta San Antonio Commission’s collection
of Fiesta posters and original artwork, with new material donated annually. Sallie Thomas, Ann Maria Watson Pfeiffer and
Mary West Traylor each donated collections relating to the Order of the Alamo coronation. Their contributions, along with
the Witte’s outstanding collection of Fiesta related material, cement the Witte Museum as the place to learn about San
Antonio’s unique tradition of Fiesta.
